Are you thinking of disconnecting your home phone line or
switching to Digital? There are a few things you need to know
before you make this decision.

Most security systems use telephone based monitoring. If telephone
lines have been disconnected, cut, or torn down because of other
natural forces, this signal will not be received. Digital service providers
mainly use VolP (Voice Over Internet Protocol) and often say they do
not recommend a telephone-based monitored security system to be
used in conjunction with their service. There is an increased chance

of communication failure due to the conversion of modem signal from
analog-to-data-to-analog.

Atronic Alarms recommends a telephone
backup system which is a GSM (Global
System for Mobile Communication) unit
for people who want to remove their
home phone lines or who want to switch to digital.

The Telgard Telephone Backup unit designed for
existing systems connects to most security and fire system
control panels and uses cellular technology.

This device uses a dedicated wireless connection that is
completely independent of your other communication
networks.
